because of the 70+ satellite
locations all across the
United States that have

joined with Kaylee to sup-
port our troops.

After reading about Tunes

4 the Troops in The People
News, Eric Thomas, presi-
dent of Cutting Edge Packag-

ing Products in Toledo,
Ohio, decided to help by pro-
viding all the shipping boxes

and packing supplies in
which to ship the discs. It
costs fifteen dollars to ship

each box with an aver-
age of 150 items in
each.

Tunes 4 the Troops
has came a long way
since the summer of
2005. That’s when
Kaylee decided that
she wanted to do some-
thing to help the
troops. She learned in
the United States
Naval Sea Cadet Corp.
where she mixed with
military personnel who
had just returned from
overseas, that although
U.S troops such as
those stationed in Iraq
and Afghanistan had
access to computers,
they were craving
American entertain-
ment. On her website
www.Tunes4theTroop
s.org,  Kaylee explains,
“I know people say

kids are lazy, and have no
goals. Well I wanted to show
that kids are ambitious, and
